UVODNIK

Ob pomembnih premikih v arabskem svetu v zadnjih tednih je bila ponovno bolece razgaljena
nemo¢ Evropske unije, ko njene institucije, predvsem pa Svet, ni zmogel ponuditi vsaj ogrodje
tega, kar ze dolgo imenujemo skupna zunanja in varnostna politika.

Seveda za to ne moremo kriviti le EU institucij, €eprav bi tudi Komisija morala biti veliko bolj
pro-aktivna in dajati argumente drzavam ¢élanicam, da morajo v lastnem interesu omogogditi
skupen, evropski nastop ob pomembnih mednarodnih zapletih in krizah.

Nasa odvisnost od arabske nafte in poslovni interesi niso pravo opravi€ilo za sedanje ravnanje.
Kitajskim oblastem upraviéeno govorimo o ¢lovekovih pravicah, diktatorjem in avtoritarnim
rezimom v tej regiji pa smo to doslej v glavhem spregledali — oéitno iz pragmatiénih interesov.
Ali res ne razumemo, da so dolgoro€no naftni proizvajalci prav tako odvisni od izvoza « érnega
zlata », kakor smo mi pretirano odvisni od njihove nafte.

Ko pride ob politi¢nih krizah do dviga naftnih cen, pa smo mi bistveno bolj na udaru kot oni.
Ostalo poslovno sodelovanje pa je ze dolgo odvisno veliko bolj od kvalitete proizvodov in
konkurenénih pogojev, kakor pa od politi€nih prijateljev.

Morda Se najbolj cini€na je trenutna situacija z Gadafijem, s katerim so vsi po vrsti delali velike
posle in iz « humanitarnih razlogov » izpustili iz zapora agenta, ki je organiziral ekplozijo jumba



nad Skotsko. Zdaj Gadafiju z veliko zamudo odrekajo legitimnost in ga retoriéno obsojajo za
genocidno ravnanje. Kljub, pravzaprav presenetljivemu apelu Arabske lige za odloénejso
akcijo proti Gadafiju, pa EU — skupaj z NATO zavezniStvom — jemlje OZN za alibi, da ne storimo
ni¢esar, oz. ne uvedemo prepovedi letenja, ki bi (sli€no kot pred leti v Bosni) prihranila mnoga
zivljenja svobode zeljnih Libijcev. Na tem primeru bi se morali resno zamisliti, saj je ve¢ kot
ocitno, da se iz slabih kompromisov ne da delati dobra politika.

Na nedavnem izrednem Evropskem svetu ni bilo pripravljenosti niti za podporo francoskemu
predlogu, da bi s priznanjem za€asne vlade v Bengaziju, Gadafija dodatno politic¢no osamili.
Seveda bi lahko predsednik Sarcozy svojo pobudo predstavil manj « solistiéno », a vsebinsko
je tezko oporekati, da bi to vsaj delno resilo obraz Evrope, kot mednarodnega akterja. Pod tezo
japonske humanitarne in zal tudi jedrske katastrofe bo Gadafiju lazje krvavo opraviti z

« uporniki » za katerimi naj bi bila Al-Qaeda.

Diktatorji in avtoritarni oblastniki so bili Evropi v arabskem svetu (pre)dolgo sprejemljivi
partnerji. Svojo legitimnost pri nas so si vzdrzevali z doloéeno kooperativnostjo, pri poslih z
orozjem dobivali ogromne provizije ter v evropskih bankah legalno nalagali tudi nelegalne
milijarde. Ce ze ne zmoremo veéje doslednosti in naéelnosti, pa moramo v zvezi s prihodnostjo
bolj upostevati, da so se ¢asi spremenili in da bomo v regiji v prihodnje imeli opravka z bolj
legitimnimi in tudi bolj pluralisti€énimi in demokratiénimi politi€nimi sistemi. To je priloznost, da
svoj vpliv poveéamo in utrdimo, nedvomno pa na drugih osnovah.

F V vmesni gospodarski napovedi je
Evropska komisija predvidela viSjo
rast in tudi visjo inflacijo

Evropska komisija je v vmesni gospodarski
napovedi, ki jo pripravi na podlagi analiz za
sedem najvedjih gospodarstev v EU, v
primerjavi z lansko jesensko gospodarsko
napovedjo izboljSala napoved za gospodarsko
rast v evroobmocju in ¢lanicah EU za 0,1
odstotne tocke na 1,8 oziroma 1,6 odstotka
BDP. Med ¢lanicami evroobmocja je najvecjo
rast (2,4 odstotka) napovedala za Nemcijo,
med vsemi sedmimi Clanicami pa Poljski (4,1
odstotka). Napoved za inflacijo je povecala na
2,5 odstotka v EU in 2,2 odstotka v
evroobmocdju, kar je 0,4 odstotne tocke vec, kot
je ocenila v jesenski gospodarski napovedi
novembra lani. Komisija ugotavlja, da inflacija,
ki ne vkljuCuje cen energije in nepredelane
hrane, ostaja nizka. Sod nafte je v letu 2010 v
povprecju stal 80 dolarjev za sod, za letos
Komisija napoveduje povpre¢no ceno 102
doalrja, a pri rtem ni upoStevala izrednih
dogodkov, kot so demonstracije v Severni
Afriki. Ce je cena nafte za 10 odstotkov vi§ja
od napovedi, to po izraGunu Komisije vpliva na
zmanjSanje gospodarske rasti za 0,1 odstotka.
Cena nafte med 110 in 115 dolarjev za sod po
njeni oceni Se ni takSna, da bi se bilo treba bati
nove recesije.

Evropska komisija je predstavila nacrt, kako je
mogoce na stroSkovno ucinkovit nacin do leta
2050 v Evropi vzpostaviti nizkoogljicno
gospodarstvo in kako doseci, da bodo ¢lanice
EU dosegle cilj za povecanje energetske
u€inkovitosti do leta 2020 za 20 odstotkov, saj
bodo z vztrajanjem pri sedanjih ukrepih ta cilj
izpolnile le poloviéno. Za vzpostavitev
nizkoogljicnega gospodarstva bodo potrebne
do leta 2050 v EU dodatne investicije v viSini

EU prepares clampdown on conflict minerals

EU Observer / Brussels

The European Union is considering a range of different measures to limit the bloc's use of raw
materials from global conflict zones.

The move comes as growing demand from emerging markets such as China and India has led to
rising commodity prices in recent years, fueling tensions in mineral-rich parts of the world such as the
Democratic Republic of Congo (DRC). Blessed with large reserves of cobalt and coltan, key
components in batteries and mobile phones, the struggle over lucrative mining zones between
government and rebels forces in the country has led to an ongoing litany of murder, rape, and forced
labour, notes a recent report by Human Rights Watch. To counter this, the European Commission is
actively eyeing two provisions in a package of new US rules for Wall Street (the Dodd-Frank Act),
signed into law by President Barack Obama last July.

One measure obliges extractive companies listed on US stock-exchanges to publish payments made
to governments on a country-by-country basis (CBCR), a step Brussels is likely to mirror. "Internal
market commissioner Michel Barnier's view is to extend disclosure requirements to the extractive
industry [mining, oil and gas], and leaves open the possibility to include other sectors at a later stage,"
said spokeswoman Chantal Hughes. The added disclosure can be used to hold governments to
account for the royalties they receive, helping to stamp out corruption, say supporters of the move. A
commission communication is scheduled for this summer, along with a reform of the EU's
transparency directive in the autumn.

But measures to target large corporations may be insufficient in certain conflict zones, warn experts.
"The problem is that mining in eastern DRC is artisanal and frequently controlled by military or rebel
groups," Evie Francq, a researcher with the Antwerp-based International Peace Information Service
(IPIS), told EUobserver. As a result, a second provision in the Dodd-Frank Act calls for new rules to
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force listed US companies to declare whether their products contain minerals from eastern DRC or
neighbouring regions.

A number of euro-deputies support this additional country of origin reporting, and have called on the
commission to go even further. Socialist Belgian MEPs Marc Tarabella and Véronique de Keyser used
a recent plenary session to call on the commission to ban all goods made with conflict minerals. Green
MEP Reinhard Butikofer is also sympathetic to the idea, but acknowledges various complications
exist. "How do you identify the source of raw materials? The Kimberley process for diamonds is much
easier as you can analyse the chemical structure of individual diamonds. This is much harder for other
materials," he says. Germany's Federal Institute for Geosciences and Natural Resources has however
made progress in developing 'fingerprinting' techniques for other minerals, but high costs remain an
issue.

The complications mean the commission's next move in this area is uncertain. "It's very hard at the
moment to predict what shape EU legislation might take. Possibly the EU is waiting to see if the Dodd-
Frank provision will work in practice," say Francq. Parts of the extractive industry have also shown
resistance to greater non-financial reporting, preferring to follow the industry's voluntary EITI code.

15. PRILOGA 2

Will new oil shock take world into a second, even deeper,
recession?

Friends of Europe / Brussels

Soaring oil prices (above 112 dollars a barrel today) as a result of the unrest in Libya and Bahrain has
analysts brooding over the long-term impact on the world’s economic recovery. Japanese investment
bank Nomura predicts a doubling of the oil price to 220 dollars in case of an Algerian and Libyan
production stop and several experts see the 70’s spectre of stagflation hitting the economy. Concerns
about supply disruptions and uncertainty over the possible impact of the sectarian conflicts in Bahrain
are the cause of the experts’ pessimism.

If one looks at the naked figures of oil production there does not seem that much reason to panic.
Libya produces around 1.7 million barrels of oil per day and according to some news reports only half
of that production is offline for the moment. There is enough spare capacity in Saudi Arabia and in the
world’s oil stocks (esp. IEA, US and China) to compensate even if Libya’'s production came to a full
halt. That said, some commentators have expressed doubts about the Saudi’'s official records on
capacity and reserves (see further reading).

But it is the uncertainty of the Bahrain situation which is really scaring the market. The Sunni-Shiite
sectarian tensions in the small Gulf State might spread to Saudi Arabia and in that case all bets are
off. The fact that Saudi King Abdullah yesterday promised 36 billion dollars in benefits is a clear sign
that the Saudi dynasty is getting seriously worried too.

What does it all mean for the global economy? IEA chief economist Fatih Birol is seriously concerned
about the threat of these oil price levels for the recovery. Financial experts Nouriel Roubini and
Muhamed EI-Erian see the world facing a new period of stagflation. Whatever the future will bring, it is
clear that the cautious optimism about the economic recovery from the beginning of the year and the

hopes of a return to “business-as-usual” is now a thing of the past. The world may have to brace itself
for the next episode of Howard Kunstler's ” long emergency”.

15. PRILOGA 3
Europe's pension crisis - finding a solution

EPC / Brussels
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Anna D’Addio, Economist, Pension Policy Analysis at the OECD, said that there are many risks and
uncertainties that affect pensions, and these have been exacerbated by the crisis. No country or
pension system has avoided the effects. Pensions are a long-term issue but investment risk is not the
only uncertainty. The crisis is also exacerbating the challenges of changing old age dependency
ratios, and continuously increasing life expectancy at pensionable age. The two priorities — financial
sustainability and adequacy of pensions — are difficult to balance.

Raphaél Hadas-Lebel, President of the French Pensions Advisory Council, said that like most other
EU countries France is facing the double demographic challenge of increased life expectancy, and the
post-war baby boom reaching retirement age, and the impact of the financial and economic crisis.
Conclusions from a report in 2010 by the Pensions Council suggested three ways to balance the
pension system, lowering retirement age, increasing compulsory contributions, or postponing
retirement age. The government chose to lengthen the contributory period, and raise the minimum age
for retirement.

Ralf Jacob, Head of Unit on Active Ageing, Pensions, DG Employment, European Commission, said
the long-term challenge of adequacy and sustainability can be met by raising the effective retirement
age, but the financial crisis has also created short- and medium-term challenges. The Commission
Green Paper on adequate, sustainable and safe pensions is a search for solutions. Responses
generally accepted the need for higher effective retirement age and enabling employees to work until
statutory retirement age. There need to be accompanying measures in the employment sphere to
achieve that goal.

Alison McKie, Head of Life and Health Products, Swiss Re, said that the issue of longevity was very
important. It is not simply a matter of people living longer, which is clearly something to be celebrated,
but the uncertainty of not knowing how much longer that creates the challenges. Life expectancy has
been consistently underestimated for decades - it is a significant issue for insurers. Government
should support the development of a market where risk can be transferred more broadly, which
requires regular, credible and consistent data.

Fabian Zuleeg, EPC Chief Economist, said that the fight for pension sustainability would be won or
lost through labour market participation. Achieving higher labour market participation is crucial for
pension sustainability — at least as important as demographic profile. Increasing pension age is only a
partial solution, and focusing on reform of pension system reform is important, but insufficient in itself.
Labour market reform across all age groups is also crucial and offers additional benefits of economic
growth, cohesion, and individual well being.

15. PRILOGA 4
Why we must stop talking about "emerging markets"
Europe's World / Brussels

Is it time to re-define emerging markets? The answer is a pretty straightforward "Yes", at least for
some of them. Across the board, for the world's 190-plus poorer countries the answer is probably “No”,
but for the largest ones that are helping re-shape our wonderful, exciting world, the answer is
straightforward.

It is now nine years since | had the good fortune of thinking up the acronym BRIC, which has become
synonymous with the remarkable rise of those four countries — Brazil, Russia, India and China — as
well as some others, and their influence on the world economy. It is also more than seven years since
my group first published an outlook to 2050 in which we suggested that over that timespan, these four
economies could collectively be bigger than the G7 economies, and along with the U.S. would
constitute the five biggest in the world, based on the likely dollar value of their gross domestic
products. It is also more than five years since we first introduced another acronym, the “Next 11", or
the “N11” as it has become known. That phrase was a simple description to bracket the eleven largest
countries by population and to see what their BRIC like potential might be. It is my contention that
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most of the positive momentum behind the world economy is being driven from these 15 countries, or
at least by the majority of them. This is in turn affecting the lives of all of the world’s 6.5bn citizen’s, not
just those of their own people. The result of this is that many profound changes are occurring, not least
of which is that globally we are probably seeing the largest and fastest rise of people out of poverty for
many generations. As a consequence, to describe many of these countries as “emerging markets”
seems not only a bit inappropriate but quite possibly insulting.

China last year overtook Japan as the second largest economy in the world, probably around $5.5
trillion in size. China is about the same size as the other three BRIC countries collectively, which in
aggregate puts them at around $11 trillion, some 80% of the U.S. If you observe their collective growth
rates for 2010, on average they grew by around 8.5% can you imagine what we would all be thinking if
the U.S. had grown by around 8.5%7? That is close to what the four BRIC countries alone have done
last year. In 2009, arguably the worst world economic performance for decades, the BRIC countries
collectively grew by around 5.5%.

Brazil is close to reaching the size of ltaly, and both India and Russia are not far behind. Within the
N11, Indonesia and Turkey are growing at rates which encourage some to believe that | should
change the BRIC acronym to include them.

Looking at domestic demand in the BRIC countries, the growth rate is even more impressive. In 2010,
they probably grew by close to 10%, and in some cases, China most of all, their own consumers
appear to be more and more important. The collective dollar value of BRIC consumers can currently
be estimated conservatively at just over $4 trillion, and possibly $4.5 trillion. The U.S. consumer is
worth around $10.5 trillion, more than double the level of the BRIC consumer, but the BRIC consumer
is currently growing at an annual rate in dollar terms of around 15%, which means an annual rate of
about $600bn. If this pace is maintained, then by the middle of this decade their collective consumers
will be adding another $ 1 trillion to the world economy. And by the end of the decade, their consumers
will be worth more than that of the U.S. consumer. How can we call them Emerging Markets?

In line with all this, at some stage in this decade the four BRIC economies will become as big as the
U.S., with China alone reaching about two-thirds the size of the U.S. economy. The four will be
responsible for at least half of the real GDP growth in the world, possibly as much as 70%.

Looking around the world as a whole, amongst the likely top ten contributors to global GDP growth this
decade, others in addition to the BRIC countries may well include Korea, Mexico and Turkey. Only the
U.S. is guaranteed from within the so-called developed world, and others that might be in there, could
include Indonesia. The top 20 could also include Iran, Nigeria, the Philippines and Vietnam.

With this in mind, how should we think about the phrase “Emerging Markets”?

A few weeks ago, | decided along with my colleagues to pursue the phrase “Growth Economies” a bit
more scientifically. At Goldman Sachs, the firm adopted this phrase at the start of 2010 to describe
how we treated many of the world’s most dynamic economies. | thought we might go one step further,
and actually define what constitutes a growth economy? At its most simple, | think it should be
regarded with one that is likely to see rising productivity that combined with favourable demographics
suggests they are likely to grow at a faster rate than the world’s average.

If this were the only necessary condition, then it would likely include many countries beyond just the
BRIC and N11. But is it sufficient? Probably not, especially from a business and investing perspective.
It also probably needs to be an economy that has sufficient size and depth that allows investors and
business sufficient scale and liquidity to not only to invest and develop, but also perhaps to exit as and
when appropriate. An amusing phrase a colleague told me many years ago to describe the
commerciality of emerging markets was that “submerging” would be more appropriate, and he added
for good measure that the only time to get involved was when they were on the verge of collapsing
because then a lot of money could be made. With this in mind, perhaps another way of thinking about
what is no longer an emerging economy or market is one where if things turn for the worse, you can
exit and not worry about submergence!
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With this sort of framework in mind, we studied more closely the size of some of the BRIC and N11
economies, their likely growth rates over the next decade and beyond and their productivity
performance and attributes. We then decided that somewhere we would need to make an arbitrary
decision, so we opted for the following:

Any economy outside the so-called developed world that is at least 1% of current global GDP or more,
should be defined as a growth economy. At this size, currently around $600bn or more, it should be
large enough to allow investors and business in general to operate along the same general principles
as in the more advanced economies, yet are likely to grow more. All others, we would somewhat
arbitrarily still define as emerging markets.

Under this definition, eight countries currently satisfy our criteria; the BRIC countries including Russia
along with Korea, Indonesia, Mexico and Turkey.

We also explored our future projections to see how the list might be expanded to include those
countries that we forecast might account for at least 1% of global GDP in the next 20 years. Among
those that could be added. Saudi Arabia, Iran, Nigeria and the Philippines came up.

With this in mind, we at Goldman Sachs Asset Management (GSAM) are now treating these eight
countries not as emerging markets, but as growth economies.

It is also about time that investors started to benchmark their investing portfolios more appropriately. In
the past few decades, it has become convention for equity investors to base their investing around
neutral benchmarks determined by the market capitalisation of companies and indices. But this gives
much more weight to the U.S. economy and its companies, and less to so called emerging markets
than would GDP. An alternative approach that some investors adopt is to use a current GDP weighted
benchmark, and for a few, bold and aggressive investors, a future predicted GDP weighted
benchmark. This gives a lot more weight to emerging markets, and especially to the growth
economies.

When we studied this approach in detail, despite its obvious appeal to us, we thought it was perhaps a
bit extreme to encourage investors to adopt, as it might over-correct. Nor it would account for the
larger share of revenue growth that many Western or developed companies are witnessing as a result
of their own expansion into the new exciting world around us. So, we have decided to incorporate this
aspect directly into our research, and as a result are developing benchmarks that take all of these
things into account. The consequences will be that “neutral” investors will need to invest more in the
emerging world especially the growth economies, but not dangerously so, and we also incorporate
volatility characteristics as another constraint.

The index that Goldman Sachs calculates every year for around 180 countries is called a Growth
Environment Score (GES) and is used to monitor productivity and likely sustainable growth. The index
level goes from 0 up to 10, with 13 sub-indices for overall growth and productivity. Currently, Korea’s
GES score at 7.5 is higher than that of the U.S. at 6.9. For countries that are still rather small and have
low GES scores, it is almost definitely appropriate to treat them as emerging markets with lots of risk.
While they may grow significantly and escape from their current situation, it also keeps them
somewhat vulnerable to adverse developments at the centre and core of developed markets and their
financial markets, especially the U.S. | believe that this should not be forgotten in the rush to embrace
all that is so exciting about the world.

Another way of looking at this is that countries with low GES scores need to undertake policies which
will allow them to rise. Nigeria is an interesting case because we forecast that within the next 20 years
Nigeria could-not will, could! — become as big as 1% of global GDP. Its current GES score of 3.9 is
significantly below the average of the BRIC and N11 countries, and so needs to rise. On the other
hand, it has already nearly doubled over the last 13 years, and if it maintains this progress it will before
2030 no longer be an emerging economy. As Nigeria accounts for around 20% of Africa’s population,
that could be an exciting development.

15. PRILOGA 5
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A comprehensive solution for the euro crisis
Bruegel/ Brussels

It is well over a year since concerns over debt sustainability in Greece began spilling out to the rest of
the Eurozone. The crisis continues. This column presents a three-part plan aiming to clean up the
banks, reduce Greece’s public debt, and foster growth in the peripheral economies.

It is more than a year since the Eurozone crisis began (Baldwin 2010), but the troubles continue.
Despite the repeated involvement of the EU and the IMF, markets remain unconvinced that public
authorities are tackling the two main problems facing the Eurozone. These are:

First, the peripheral countries — Greece, Ireland, Portugal, and Spain — face a huge challenge in
having to adjust their weak economies so as to avoid a vicious circle of high private and public debts
on the one hand and low growth on the other.

Second, the interdependence between banks and sovereigns not only within peripheral countries but
also between these countries and the rest of the Eurozone.

In a recent analysis of these two problems (Darvas et al. 2011a), we propose a comprehensive
strategy comprising three components:

1. Cleaning up banks

2. Reducing the public debt in Greece, the only Eurozone country which has likely become insolvent

3. Fostering adjustment and growth in peripheral countries

The problem

In many ways the four peripheral countries share common traits. Since the run-up to the euro and
especially after joining the Eurozone, they have spent and lived beyond their means by accumulating
private and/or public debt and running large current-account deficits. Regaining sustainability will
require a combination of lower living standards and higher production levels, especially in the tradable
sector. Efforts by the private and the public sectors to pay up their debts will have a negative impact
on growth, and low growth will it make more difficult to reduce debt levels. These countries are also
confronted with the risk of debt deflation, as restoring competitiveness in the tradable sector will
require low price increases and perhaps even deflation.

Given the high level of financial interdependency within the Eurozone, the private and public debt
difficulties of the peripheral countries also translate into risks for other Eurozone countries. Our
estimates show that peripheral banks hold about €340 billion of peripheral sovereign debts and that
banks in the rest of the Eurozone are exposed to peripheral countries to the tune of about €400 billion,
60% via exposure to banks and 40% via the holding of sovereign debt. By far the biggest exposure of
Eurozone banks is to Spain (53% of the total exposure), through both sovereign and banking
channels. The second largest exposure is to Ireland (18% of the total), mainly through the banking
channel, and then Portugal (16%). Exposure to Greece is the smallest (13 %) and is almost entirely
through the sovereign channel.

Dealing with banks

Our estimates indicate that the exposure of Eurozone banks to peripheral countries is relatively limited
and that spillover risks from difficulties in one peripheral country to the rest of the Eurozone would
therefore be manageable, except if Spain had severe difficulties. What is missing, however, from our
mapping of risks is the exposure of peripheral banks to potentially non-performing loans and the
resulting risk for banks in the rest of the Eurozone as well as for sovereigns in both peripheral and
non-peripheral countries should banks need to be further recapitalised with public funds. This crucial
missing link was supposed to have been filled by the European stress test published last July.
Unfortunately it was totally discredited by subsequent developments in Irish banks and markets have
been concerned ever since that the current and future situation of banks in the Eurozone may be far
worse than currently admitted.

The implementation of rigorous and credible stress tests is therefore an absolute priority for the
Eurozone. As EU banking supervisors have squandered credibility in the previous round of stress
tests, we advocate involving the IMF and possibly the Bank for International Settlement in the
certification of the next round of tests. In addition, EU countries should introduce special bank
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resolution mechanisms in their domestic legislation as recently proposed by the European
Commission and the German government.

Dealing with sovereign debt

The four peripheral countries face very different public debt burdens. The debt-to-GDP ratio of Greece
is scheduled to exceed 150% in 2011, whereas Ireland, Portugal, and Spain face levels well within the
range of what other Eurozone countries have achieved in the past. Sustainability does not depend
only, however, upon the current situation. It also depends on assumptions about future developments.
We base our assessment of sustainability on two separate benchmarks:

* The stabilisation of the debt-to-GDP ratio in 2015;

» And convergence towards the Maastricht criteria of 60% by 2034.

Fiscal sustainability depends on initial levels of debt, but also on assumptions about borrowing costs,
GDP growth, non-standard revenues and expenditures (such as bank bail-outs or privatisation
revenues) and the primary balance excluding “one-off” operations. The full details of our assumptions,
as well as the sensitivity analysis we perform, can be found in Darvas et al. (2011).

Our results show that in Ireland and Greece, the adjustment needs are of a frightening magnitude.
More worrying in the case of Greece is the size of the primary surplus that would need to be
maintained over a period of years to achieve a return to safe levels of public debt — even under our
optimistic scenario, it would need to maintain an 8.4% surplus every year for 20 years. Over the last
50 years, no OECD country (except oil-rich Norway) has sustained a primary surplus above 6% of
GDP for a meaningful period of time. Our conclusion, therefore, is that Greece has become insolvent.
The same does not hold for Ireland, where the necessary primary surplus is well within the range of
what has been achieved historically, or for Spain and Portugal where the required adjustment is lower.
Ensuring sustainability in Greece cannot be achieved, therefore, without a significant reduction in the
debt level. Yet, so far the possibility of debt restructuring has been met with strong opposition.

The EU has recently moved away from complete denial of the problem, though, and several midway
measures are currently under consideration. They include:

1. A lowering of the interest rate on all official EU loans,

2. Maturity extensions on EU and IMF loans, and

3. The repurchase by the European Financial Stability Facility (EFSF) of all sovereign bonds held by
the ECB at market value and the retrocession of the corresponding haircut to the issuing country.

Following the same methodology used to assess solvency, we estimate the effect of these measures
on long-term sustainability. We also consider the effects of a drop of 100 basis points in market yields,
which can be broadly interpreted as an increase in market confidence.

Our results show that even if all these measures were to be applied, they would not be sufficient to
return Greece to solvency. Under our optimistic scenario, bringing public debt down to 60% of GDP in
2034 would require the country to maintain a 6% primary surplus every year for 20 years.

Assuming that the three measures outlined above all apply, that official lending is excluded from the
haircut, and that renewed faith in the sustainability of the country would lead to increased market
confidence and thus lower borrowing costs, we find that the haircut on marketable public debt
necessary to return Greece to solvency would be in the range of 30%.

The main reason for opposing the restructuring of Greece’s debt seems is that it could create
contagion effects and throughout the Eurozone. Our estimate of debt holdings shows, however, that
the spillover effect from a sustainability-restoring haircut in Greece on banks in the rest of the
Eurozone would be in the range of €35 billion, which is clearly manageable. As a comparison, the IMF
puts total losses from the sub-prime crisis for Eurozone banks at around €500 billion (IMF, 2010).

Fostering growth

Peripheral countries need to continue implementing reforms aimed at increasing employment and
productivity. Yet, even if they are successful, such reforms will take time to produce their effects. In the
meantime, growth will remain subdued and even if reduced, debt will stay at high levels. Efforts by the
private and the public sectors to pay up their debts will have a negative impact on growth, and low
growth will it make more difficult to reduce debt levels.
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In order to break up this vicious circle, peripheral countries need to first stabilise and then reduce their
debt levels while accelerating the pace of economic reform. But the EU can and should play an
important role in helping these countries find the narrow policy path to extricate themselves from their
debt problems by contributing to foster reforms and growth in these countries.

We strongly advocate a temporary refocusing of EU structural funds earmarked for spending in the
peripheral countries, so that money can be mobilised to support a new growth strategy. As argued in
Marzinotto (2011), this requires front-loading EU structural spending (without changing its distribution
by country), so that it can contribute to fostering reform and growth during the most acute phase of the
adjustment. This also requires a joined, coordinated approach, including with the EU-IMF programme,
instead of the current silo approach that hinders coherence and effectiveness.
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
