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UVODNIK

Priprave na KEN Forum-2011 v Mariboru (poteka 6. in 7.junija) napredujejo dobro in obeta se
nadvse zanimiva razprava ob odli€éni mednarodni udelezbi. Na dveh delavnicah, 21.aprila v
Grazu in 28.aprila v Istanbulu — je bilo govora o druzbeno odgovornem podjetniStvu ter o
venture kapitalu. Osnutek priporo€il si lahko ogledate na KEN portalu: www.knowledge-
economy.net. Tretja pripravljalna delavnica pa je potekala 13. maja v okviru rektorske
konference z obmocij Delovne skupnosti Alpe-Jadran in Podonavja, ki ji je predsedoval
prorektor trzaske univerze profesor Sergio Paoletti. Na delavnici je sodelovalo 65 udelezencev
iz 11 drzav.

Pod naslovom »Razvoj ves€in za ekonomijo znanja s pomoc¢jo uresni¢evanja univerzitetnih
reform« in ob navdihu zgodovinske tradicije znanih italijanskih univerz iz Neaplja, Padove in
Bologne, so imeli udelezenci priloznost sliSati vrsto visokih predstavnikov razliénih univerz,
kot tudi kompetentnih ustanov , med njimi Italijansko-nemskega centra za evropsko odli€énost —
Villa Vidoni (ki sta ga ustanovila nekdanja ministra Genscher in Andreotti) in Generalnega
sekretariata Srednjeevropske pobude (medvladne organizacije s sedezem v Trstu, katera
povezuje 18 drzav SirSega srednjeevropskega obmogja)

Skupni imenovalec razprav je bilo prevladujoée spoznanje rektorjev univerz, da si Stevilne
evropske univerze Se vedno prizadevajo opredeliti u€inkovite odgovore na potrebe in izzive
druzbe in trga dela 21. stoletja. Poudarjeno je bilo, da mora sodobna univerza v svojem razvoju
presec¢i nekdanji Humboldtov model elitne »univerzitas«, kot sredi§éa najviSje ucenosti in
znanja — seveda tako, da ob tem ne bi izgubila dragocenih sposobnosti zbiranja najboljsih
mozganov, ki so zmozni kakovostno razloziti sedanjost in napovedovati prihodnost. Ce
univerze v tem ne bi uspele, bi v danasnjem €asu ostale na obrobju dogajanja, kot odtujen




»slonokosceni stolp«, z majhnimi moznostmi za udejanjanje svoje druzbene vioge. Ravno zato
morajo biti univerze sposobne ustvariti tesnejSe povezave s svetom dela (s sodelovanjem z
njegovimi predstavniki in razvojem ustreznih uénih programov, ki bodo prispevali k razvoju
mladih strokovnjakov, opremljenih z znanji in veScinami, potrebnimi za ukvarjanje s
prakti€nimi zadevami na njihovih sedanjih in prihodnjih delovnih mestih). Vendar pa se
univerze ne bi smele pretvoriti v obrate za »proizvodnjo strokovnjakov«, ki bi ustrezala le
neposrednim zahtevam trenutnega trga dela.

Evropske univerze bi morale odloéneje prevzemati nove naloge, posodobiti svoje pedagoske
metode ucenja in usposabljanja, sprejeti drugaden, bolj partnerstvu podoben odnos med
profesorji in Studenti, se angazirati v tesnejSem in bolj interaktivnem dialogu s svojim
druzbenim okoljem, ne da bi pri tem zrtvovale svojo znanstveno svobodo in neodvisnost, ki sta
neobhodno potrebni za produktivho intelektualno ustvarjalnost. Univerze med drugim
potrebujejo, podobno kot podjetja, u€inkovitejSi menedzment in bi se kot ponudnice storitev
morale sprijazniti z obstojem bolj konkurenénega okolja, ne pa delovati kot tradicionalna
Na delavnici v Gorici se je jasno pokazalo tudi mnenje mnogih, da evropske univerze daleé¢
prepocasi uresni¢ujejo Bolonjsko reformo, tudi zaradi odpora tistih, ki jo razlagajo kot
znizevanje akademskih standardov. Ker na Stevilnih evropskih univerzah ni odloénejsih zahtev
po standardih odliénosti, le- te ne dosegajo zadovoljivih rezultatov pri mednarodnih
razvrstitvah, zato tudi postopoma izgubljajo svoje najboljSe mozne Studente za doktorski Studij
na racéun privlaénih in dinamiénih univerz ne samo v ZDA, temve¢ tudi v drugih drzavah, kot so
na primer Koreja, Indija, Brazilija, Turcija in druge. Vzorci mednarodnega pretoka »mozganov«
kazejo na premike iz Evrope v smeri ZDA in drzav BRICS, ki dejansko dobivajo najboljse
kandidate, medtem ko se Evropa vse bolj nahaja na strani tistih, ki v tem procesu izgubljajo.
Vsekakor je treba ceniti evropsko kulturno raznovrstnost, kot vir njenega bogastva in mog¢i -
kar priznavajo tudi Stevilni izven Evrope - in ne kot vzrok pomanjkanja skupne evropske
identitete. Izgleda, da svet v veéji meri zaznava nasSe skupne znaéilnosti in posebne kvalitete
kot mi sami.

V soo€anju z navedenimi in drugimi resnimi izzivi sedanjega €asa bi morale evropske univerze
ter nacionalne in regionalne oblasti, pa tudi drugi kljuéni druzbeni in gospodarski dejavniki,
priceti z odloénejSo akcijo. Sekretariat KEN mreze — Slovensko gospodarsko in raziskovalno
zdruzenje (SGRZ) — je za delavnico v Gorici pripravilo osnutek priporocil, ki jih lahko,
obogatena z razpravo na sami delavnici, povzamemo v naslednjem:

B Vodilni na univerzah si morajo bolj prizadevati, da bi akademsko osebje v polni meri
razumelo in cenilo dejanski namen in cilje Bolonjskega procesa, medtem ko bi morale
oblasti prispevati k temu, da bi jih razumela tudi SirSa javhost — marsikje proces
razumejo kot nizanje akademskih standardov in kvalitete Studija;

B Terciarno izobrazevanje je v Evropi, razen v skandinavskih drzavah, resniéno premalo
financirano (predstavlja komaj polovico povpreéja v ZDA). Dodatni izziv predstavlja
zelo nizka raven zasebnega financiranja (Stirikrat manjSe v primerjavi z ZDA, merjeno z
delezem v BDP). Oblikovalci politik bi morali razumeti, da to ne predstavija le enega od
proracunskih izdatkov, temve€¢ pomembno strateSko vlaganje za regijo/drzavo, €e zeli
razviti na znanju temeljec¢e gospodarstvo in okrepiti svojo mednarodno konkurenénost;

m Stevilni razlogi (npr. egalitarno javno financiranje — brez upostevanja kakovosti,
omejene raziskovalne pobude najviSje kakovosti) ne spodbujajo ali celo preprecujejo
uveljavljanje odli€nosti v evropskem terciarnem izobrazevanju, brez katere je
nemogoce izboljSati mednarodni polozaj evropskih univerz. Diferenciacija na podlagi
kriterijev kakovosti je nujni pogoj za obstoj odli€nosti in ne bi smela predstavljati
razloga za zaskrbljenost oblasti.

B Izboljsati bi bilo treba sploSno raven kakovosti, kar pa ni mozno brez izboljSave
pedagoskih naporov in vescéin profesorjev. Univerze so konec koncev tudi delodajalci
in bi morale biti odgovorne za usposabljanje profesorjev, zlasti z vidika posodabljanja
pedagoskih veséin in znanj svojega kadra;



B Univerze igrajo pomembno vlogo tudi pri promoviranju vsezivljenjskega ucenja kot
vodilnega nacela v njihovih lastnih uénih naértih, z vzgajanjem pri Studentih pravega
odnosa do vsezivljenjskega uéenja in s ponudbo izhodiS¢ za usposabljanje za
vsakogar, ki zeli nadgraditi in posodobiti svoje znanje in ves€ine s pomocjo
univerzitetnih strokovnjakov;

B Poveéana mobilnost Studentov in profesorjev je predpogoj tudi za veéjo preglednost,
ve€jo konkurenénost med njimi in poslediéno tudi za viSjo kakovost evropskega
terciarnega izobrazevanja. Stevilne administrativne ovire mobilnosti bi morali odpraviti,
¢e resno jemljemo oblikovanje enotnega evropskega visokosSolskega prostora (EHEA);

B Sodelovanje ter pravo partnerstvo med univerzami in gospodarstvom zahtevajo veliko
mocénejSe spodbude in podporo s strani nacionalnih in regionalnih oblasti, vendar
temeljno odgovornost delijo partnerji sami. Morali bi usmeriti dodatni napor k razsiritvi
produktivhega dialoga, sprejeti medsebojne razlike in pristope, ter opredeliti nacine in
orodja za doseganje optimalnih skupnih koristi;

B Terciarno izobrazevanje bi moralo spodbuditi Studente, da ostanejo kriti€ni do vsebine
poucevanja, skepti¢ni do profesorjevih trditev in pripraviljeni sprejeti viogo dejavnega
in odgovornega partnerja v izobrazevalnem procesu. To pa zahteva tudi prelom s
stoletja staro tradicijo formalne avtoritete profesorjev na podlagi njihovega statusa in
njeno zamenjavo s spostovanjem profesorjeve strokovnosti in moralne avtoritete.

Navedena priporoéila in priporoéila z ostalih treh pripravijalnih delavnic (zadnja bo potekala v
Drammenu na Norveskem, posveéena bo regionalnim vidikom inovacijske politike) bodo
predstavljena na lethem forumu KEN 2011 6. in 7. junija 2011 v Mariboru. Vabimo vas, da se
nam na njem pridruzite — program in ostale informacije pa najdete ob obisku nase spletne
strani www.knowledge-economy.net.

Evropska komisija je predstavila
spomladansko gospodarsko napoved. V njej
izpostavlja, da se okrevanje gospodarstva v
EU in evroobmocju nadaljuie, a so med
¢lanicami velike razlike. Inflacija se povecuje
hitreje, kot je Komisija ocenjevala do zdaj, a ta
dvig je po njeni oceni zaCasen. Trg dela okreva
pocasi, tudi na tem podrocju so med drzavami
¢lanicami zelo velike razlike. U€inke pa daje
fiskalna konsolidacija, saj so drzave Cclanice
zmanjSale proracunski primanjkljaj, a raste Se
vedno javni dolg. Razmere na finanénih trgih
so Se vedno negotove, a izboljSujejo se pogoji
za kreditiranje podjetij in gospodinjstev. Med
riziki, ki lahko vplivajo na okrevanje, Komisija
predvsem navaja dogodke v Severni Afriki in
na Bliznjem vzhodu, pa potres na Japonskem.

Za Slovenijo Komisija navaja, da bo motor
gospodarske rasti letos Se vedno izvoz,
domace povprasSevanje pa se bo predvidoma
okrepilo v letu 2012. Zaposlenost bo letos Se
vedno obcutno padla, inflacija bo rasla,
proracunski primanjkljaj bo letos dosegel 5,8
odsototka, kar je 0,2 odstotne tecke vec kot je
znaSal v letu 2010, dovoljena meja v skladu s
pravili pakta stabilnosti in rasti pa je 3 odstotke
BDP. Slovenska gospodarska rast pa bo vi§ja
od povprecja v EU in Evroobmodju.

15. PRILOGA 1

Sovereign Debt vs Foreign Debt in the Eurozone
CEPS / Brussels

The current crisis in the eurozone is known around the world as the ‘euro sovereign debt crisis’. But
the crisis is really about foreign debt, not sovereign debt. The importance of foreign debt is well
illustrated by the case of Portugal: although the country’s public-debt and deficit ratios are broadly
similar to those of France, the risk premium on its public debt increased continuously, until it was
forced to turn to the European rescue fund. The key problem confronting Portugal is thus not fiscal
policy, but the high (foreign) debt of its private sector — its banks and enterprises. The limited
importance of public debt alone is also evident in Italy and Belgium. Both countries have much higher
debt-to-GDP ratios than Portugal, but both are paying a much smaller risk premium. The key reason is
that they both have very little foreign debt (Belgium is actually running a current-account surplus).
Indeed, although Belgium’s debt ratio is above the euro area average (at around 100% of GDP), the
country still pays a risk premium of less than 100 basis points — despite being without a government
for more than a year.

Why are markets focusing on foreign debt? One reason, of course, is that in a crisis, private debt
tends to become public debt. Financial markets thus look at the overall indebtedness of a country. But
it matters to whom this debt is owed. The key point is that eurozone states retain their full taxing
powers, which yields a simple corollary for a country with high public debt but no external debt: its
public debt is held by residents, and the government can always service its debt by some form of
lump-sum taxation (say, a wealth tax). For example, the government of such a country could simply
pass a law that forces every holder of a government bond to pay a tax equivalent to 50% of the face
value of the bond.

The value of public debt would thus be halved, much in the same way as it would be if the government
ordered the central bank to double the money supply, which would presumably lead to a doubling of
prices. The nature of the tax needed to pay off public debt might be different if banks held public debt,
because in this case the government would have to tax the holders of bank deposits. But the key point
remains: as long as a government retains its full taxing powers, it can always service its domestic
debt, even without the ability to print money. But this is not the case if the debt is owed to foreigners,
because the government cannot tax them. It is thus foreign debt that constitutes the underlying
problem for a sovereign with solvency issues. (The exception to this rule is the United States, which
enjoys what Charles de Gaulle called its “exorbitant privilege” of having its foreign debt denominated in
its own currency.)

Things get more complicated if foreign residents hold a large part of a country’s public debt, but its
residents also have large foreign assets. In this case, the government faces the temptation to default
on its foreign debt, while its citizens can still enjoy the returns from their foreign assets. The more
difficult it is for the government to tax its residents’ foreign assets, the greater this temptation will
become. Yet, even in this case, the government should be able to service its debt if it can somehow
induce its citizens to sell their foreign assets and buy domestic government bonds instead.

The importance of this point was illustrated in 2001 by Argentina, which did not have a large net
foreign debt. The private sector had large foreign assets, while the government had about the same
amount of foreign liabilities. Even so, Argentina went bankrupt, because wealthy Argentines had
spirited their assets out of the country, and thus out of the reach of the government, while poor
Argentines refused to pay the taxes needed to satisfy foreign creditors’ claims. On the other hand,
when the foreign assets of the country are held not by households, but by institutions, such as pension
funds, they can be identified and taxed. This is mostly the case in Europe.

This analysis suggests that the ‘excessive [current-account] imbalances’ procedure that is to be
introduced under the ongoing reform of eurozone governance goes in the right direction. But it also
implies that the single-minded concentration of the European Union and the International Monetary
Fund on fiscal adjustment in the EU periphery is misguided. For Greece, fiscal adjustment is, of
course, the key issue. For Portugal, however, the key problem is the private sector’'s continuing
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external deficit. Ireland is different again, as it has very little foreign debt and will soon run a current-
account surplus. Its government should then no longer need external financing, provided it can
mobilize its own citizens’ savings. As shown by the experience of Latvia, risk premia can then come
down very quickly.

In short, fiscal adjustment is a necessary but insufficient response by a country to extricate itself from
a debt crisis. Fostering domestic savings, and getting citizens to buy bonds of their own government
instead of keeping their money abroad, is just as important.

15. PRILOGA 2

ESRB should act on sovereign risk

Bruegel / Brussels

Opinions are divided whether or not a Greek debt restructuring would undermine the financial stability
of the euro area. Decision makers have therefore preferred to commit tax payers’ money but recent
electoral outcomes show the limits to such a strategy. This column argues that the ESRB should make
an assessment of the systemic implications of a Greek debt restructuring. First, the ESRB is the
institution with the best access to data needed to undertake such as assessment. Second, it has the
legal mandate and obligation to warn about and mitigate systemic risk. In the absence of a warning,
EU decision makers should move ahead with restructuring if necessary as it would not jeopardize the
financial stability of the euro area.

With the continuing deterioration of Greek public debt, the debate about restructuring has become
heated. Among the most vocal opponents of a restructuring, ECB’s board member Bini Smaghi has
argued that a restructuring would severely undermine the stability of the Greek banking system and
euro area financial stability as a whole. He may be right. Others, however, have pointed to the low
exposure of German and French banks to Greek debt. Even the Greek banking system could be
restructured and be taken over by foreign banks. Moreover, they dismiss the idea that a restructuring
would lead to contagion beyond the countries that are already under EU/IMF assistance. Hence they
argue that a sovereign restructuring is manageable and would not be comparable to a second
“Lehman Brothers”.

Given this uncertainty in the assessment of what a restructuring of debt with private sector
involvement means, European decision makers have so far erred on the side of caution, preferring to
commit significant amounts of tax payers’ money. However, the election success of the True Finns has
shown that such a policy has limits. We therefore urgently need a thorough assessment of the
systemic implications of a Greek debt restructuring.

The ESRB is the institution uniquely placed to make such an assessment. First, it has probably the
best access to the kind of data needed to make such an assessment. The ECB - providing a large part
of the infrastructure of the ESRB - knows which banks use Greek bonds as collateral for the open
market operations and should therefore have a good picture of exposure to Greek bonds. The ECB
should also have fairly detailed information on the interbank market, from which contagion across
banks can be assessed. Last but not least, the ESRB has the legal authority to request data from the
national and European supervisors needed for such an assessment. The assessment would
obviously have to take into account the possible contagion effects.

Second, the ESRB is the European institution with the legal mandate to warn and provide
recommendations to prevent or mitigate systemic risk. In fact, according to the Regulation, once the
ESRB detects risk which “could seriously jeopardize the orderly functioning” of the Union’s financial
system, it “should promptly inform the Council of the situation.” A warning from the ESRB that a Greek
debt restructuring undermines the stability of the financial system of the EU would enjoy great
credibility since its General Board includes among its members central bank governors, national
supervisors and the chairs of the European Supervisory Authorities. To further increase the credibility
of the warning, the ESRB could choose to publish its warning. Publication would also help convincing
voters that a bail-out is in their own best interest if, indeed, a systemic risk exists.
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Conversely, in the absence of a warning from the ESRB, EU decision makers as well as voters should
rightly assume that a restructuring would not constitute a systemic risk and would not undermine the
financial stability of the euro area. They could then confidently move to the task of involving the private
sector in the restructuring.

How likely is it that the ESRB would deviate from the current opinion of the ECB? The ESRB is of
course dominated by central bankers and might therefore be similarly risk averse as the ECB.
However, in the ESRB all 27 central bank governors are present. Already now, one can see
substantial differences in the assessment of some of the central banks of the euro zone. As regards
the central banks outside the euro area, little is known to date as regards their opinion on the issue.
Moreover, one should not underestimate the importance of the other members of the board, including
the non-voting members, who will voice their opinion.

At the end of the day, the decision will crucially depend on how convincing the analysis prepared by
the ESRB staff will be. Different degrees of risk aversion will only play a role if the analysis does not
allow for a clear decision. In that case, the ESRB may opt to be risk averse, not least because it will
fear to lose a reputation as a young institution.

The second half of 2011 would be the right time to undertake the assessment. Greece was put under
the program as it was feared that without it the financial stability of the euro area could be jeopardized
and it was assumed that Greece would remain solvent. Greece will have to return to the market on a
large scale in 2012. If the market refuses to provide finance at conditions compatible with
sustainability, Greece will either need a new program or it will need to reduce its debt burden through
a restructuring. Clearly, a decision will have to be made earlier to avoid further risks. A clear
communication strategy would help mitigate short-term risks. It could be clearly stated that the
restructuring would not take place during the current year. Moreover, markets could be reminded that
the current Greek program includes 10bn Euros that would be readily available to support the banking
system during the assessment phase. Finally, European policy makers will need to make an effort to
explain how the restructuring would be done in practice, not least to avoid contagion. It is time to act
for the ESRB.

15. PRILOGA 3

Schengen area under pressure: the Commission recalls the
EU nature of the Schengen system

The joint letter sent to EU officials by Nicolas Sarkozy and Silvio Berlusconi asking inter alia for a
modification of Schengen rules has been considered as an attack on one of the EU’s greatest
achievements. This request warranted a response from the European Commission, which came in a
Communication on Migration issued on 4 May. The response is a rejection of the attempts by Italy and
France to “renationalise” some parts of the Schengen system. Instead, the European Commission
recalls the European nature of the system and proposes modifications based on EU mechanisms. An
attempt to “renationalise” the Schengen system

The Italian-French letter must be considered in an overall context and seen as the expression of a
trend taking place in several Member States where mutual distrust and temptation to withdraw
constitute strong political lines. This is the case in several Member States which have to struggle with
or please nationalist parties and therefore develop stricter immigration policies. These national trends
have a significant impact on dialogue and negotiations at EU level. This is one reason why focus on
migration issues since the beginning of the “Arab Spring” has been so important.

The ltalian-French proposal to restore internal border checks has to be considered not only as a sign
of mutual distrust but also as an attempt to “renationalise” a vital element of the Schengen system.
Indeed, the joint proposal calls for a modification of the safety clause. But this clause leaves wide
margins of appreciation to Member States. For instance, where Member States plan to reintroduce
border checks for public order matters, they only have to inform the Commission which issues an
opinion and not a decision on such a proposal. Hence, in asking to develop the safety clause, Italy and
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France wish to enlarge the possibility of reintroducing border checks within a framework that secures
their margins of manoeuvre and their sovereignty.

The announcement of the Italian-French joint letter in a widely covered press conference gave strong
support to the initiative and accordingly put a lot of pressure on EU institutions. The highest pressure
was applied to the Commission as the ltalian-French proposal would require a modification of the
Schengen Border Code and consequently a formal legislative proposal. The Commission could have
chosen to ignore the proposal, arguing that such a modification was not on its agenda and that current
provisions are sufficient to cope with the situation. Alternatively, it could have acceded to the Italian-
French proposal, revealing signs of weakness as a consequence. In the end, the option chosen by the
Commission was to respond to the Italian- French letter in a way that secures the EU approach.

A response to strengthen the EU approach

In the Communication issued on 4 May, the Commission opens the possibility of modifying Schengen
rules regarding internal border checks. The scheme presented by the Commission, under the heading
"Schengen governance", is based on the idea that Schengen is a community achievement and must
remain as such. In this regard, the Commission avoids any prospect of renationalisation of the
Schengen system and even proposed further integration into EU law. This concerns firstly the
monitoring of the implementation of Schengen rules by Member States. Currently, the implementation
of Schengen rules is monitored by Member States themselves and on the basis of planned on-the-
spot inspections. More than two years ago, the Commission introduced a proposal to revise these
rules. It proposed to establish a system of monitoring organised at EU level and comprising
unexpected on-the-spot inspections. Up to now, Member States have not approved the proposal.
Incorrect implementation of Schengen rules at EU external borders should not therefore come as a
surprise, as this is the responsibility of Member States.

The second proposal concerns the possibility of restoring internal border checks in certain
circumstances. Such a proposal was not planned at all by the Commission, either in the
implementation report issued in October 2010, or in the proposal to modify the Schengen Border Code
published in March 2011. Until the Italian-French letter, the only question of relevance was related to
the limitation of internal border checks. In this regard, the joint letter has had the effect of changing the
Commission's position. The Commission proposes to enlarge the possibilities of restoring internal
border checks in two situations: where a Member State is not fulfilling its obligations to control a
section of external borders, and where the external border comes under unexpected and heavy
pressure due to external events. The crux of the matter is to define whether this proposal is relevant
according to existing rules.

A distinction must be made between the current procedure allowing the reintroduction of internal
border checks and the one proposed, because their roots and regime are largely different. Current
rules allow Member States to restore internal border checks in case of "serious threat to public order
or internal security" and place them at the centre of the process. Indeed, Member States are the most
well placed to determine where serious threats to public order may occur. In this regard, the Schengen
Border Code allows them to restore border controls either for foreseeable events or in an emergency.

Here, Member States are at the starting point of the procedure because public order remains mainly a
national issue. The situation is totally different in the case of failure to fulfil Schengen’s obligations and
unexpected and heavy pressure at external borders. Management of external borders is an EU issue
and any difficulty arising in this field should be dealt with at EU level. The mechanism presented by the
Commission rightly follows this path. Where a Member State encounters difficulties in managing its
external borders, the ability of other Member States to restore internal border checks is to be decided
at EU level. Indeed, before approving such a limitation on free movement, the EU can activate all
measures and supports available to help the Member State facing difficulties. This could for example
take the form of financial support, the deployment of a Rapid Border Intervention Team (RABIT) or the
deployment of national experts on the ground. It is "only at last resort [and] in truly critical situations"
that a decision to restore internal border checks may be authorised. In other words, where alternative
solutions have been unsuccessful or where the pressure on the external border is too high to cope
with the situation, the decision to re-establish internal border checks may be taken. Such a decision
should define which Member State is entitled to reintroduce internal checks and for how long. As a
result this system would limit recourse to unilateral measures and consequent limitations on free
movement in the Schengen area. With this position, the Commission preserves the distinction

between public order, which remains principally a national issue, and management of external
borders, which is an EU issue and deserves an EU-based answer.

In enhancing the EU’s role in the management of external borders, this mechanism will contribute to
bringing more objectivity. According to the State concerned and the actions and support awarded, EU
institutions will be able to determine on an objective basis whether or not 25,000 migrants arriving in a
Member State constitutes a manageable situation, and thus be able to take appropriate measures.
This will also avoid unilateral and unfounded expressions of distrust. A legislative proposal containing
the Commission’s suggestions will now be issued and it will be a matter for the Council and the
European Parliament to adopt or reject it.

15. PRILOGA 4

Europe's vital role will be to defuse U.S.-China tensions

China's rise heralds a major shift in the balance of geopolitical power that may lead to confrontation
with the U.S. Heizo Takenaka, a former Japanese economics minister, charts the coming changes and
explains why Europe's role will be to mediate between them The closing decade of the 20th century
offered a crystal ball for anyone peering into the future of Asian Pacific countries. The Japanese
economy which had once led the region underwent a so-called “lost decade” after its economic bubble
burst. And the Chinese economy overcame the stagnation that accompanied its Tiananmen Square
crisis to achieve its present growth path.

The issue of whether China's rapid growth would be a danger or an opportunity to the whole region
was much discussed 10 years ago, but nowadays most observers agree that it would be impossible to
continue with wider regional development without it. Meanwhile, the United States remains the world's
only super-power even if its relative influence has been declining. Now that the 21st century is entering
its second decade, these economic trends have accelerated further. China, despite the shockwaves of
the financial meltdown that followed Lehman Brothers' collapse in 2008, has maintained growth that
has pulled the world's economy along with it. Last year saw Chinese GDP exceed that of Japan, and
in terms of PPP (Purchasing Power Parity) China’s GDP will reach that of the U.S. very soon, perhaps
by 2015.

It is already clear that this geopolitical transformation of Asia means the potential for hostility between
the U.S. and China will grow, even while they try to make use of each other’s vitality. So when
establishing a new economic order in the world, it will be essential for one country in Asia to play the
role of third party to ensure the region avoids any tensions between the U.S. and China. For Asian
Pacific issues, that third party would clearly have to be Japan, while for global issues it should be the
European Union.

China's part in the process of global economic recovery has been growing dramatically. Its approach
to economic management is greatly appreciated elsewhere as its high growth rate has continued
despite the shockwaves created by Lehman Brothers' collapse. For all that, we should recognise three
important transformations that have taken place in China that also have geo-political implications not
just for the Asia Pacific region but for the world.

The first concerns the Chinese pattern of economic growth. So far, growth there was mostly achieved
by rapid increases in a number of input factors, notably increases in labor input, capital input and
energy input. But some recent research suggests that about a third of China's economic growth comes
from the technological progress, or from the increase in total factor productivity. In other words,
China's growth pattern is becoming similar to industrialised economies, which in turn suggests that its
economy will soon start grow more evenly from now on, taking on much the same characteristics as
more mature economic mechanisms.

The second transformation is the substantial appreciation of the Chinese Yuan that seems inevitable

in the years ahead. Today, there is strong pressure from foreign governments for the Yuan's value to
appreciate in line with China's huge trade surplus. But because of importance of exports to the
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country's economy, the Chinese government is widely seen as having been reluctant to permit a major
revaluation of the Yuan. Yet even from a Chinese point of view, the Yuan's appreciation is needed in
order to dampen inflationary pressures. Beijing therefore appears ready to allow the Yuan to
appreciate gradually, so for them the problem is how rapidly or slowly this should be. We should not
forget that before the Tianamen Square events in 1989, the Yuan was about 45% higher than its
current rate. Many financial market experts now believe that the Yuan could sooner or later return to
that level.

Between 2003 and 2005, long before the Lehman Brothers collapse, the Yuan appreciated by as
much as 20% in the course of three years. So in light of China's rapid economic growth and the
continuing appreciation of the Yuan, it can reasonably be predicted that Chinese GDP (based on the
market dollar rate) will exceed that of the U.S. much earlier than was expected, possibly in 10 to 15
years. And as far as a Purchasing Power Parity-based GDP is concerned, China’s GDP will reach that
of the U.S. in around 2015, thus changing the balance of economic power.

There is yet another transformation that will affect China at about the same time. Demographic change
reflecting China's one-child policy means that its working-age population will start declining in the mid-
2010s. Chinese domestic problems ranging from income inequalities to democratisation issues will
emerge more seriously once the economic growth trend begins to decline. In these circumstances, the
role of the country's political leadership will become much more important. Although the current
president, Hu Jintao, is due to step down in 2012 he will for a while continue to hold a degree of power
through the military, so the succession to power of the next generation won't be completed until
around 2015.

All things considered, the new geopolitical landscape will not appear until the mid-2011s, because
along with China, significant changes are also due to happen elsewhere in Asia. Although Chinese
GDP overall is large and growing, per capita income is still low, its economic policy differs very much
in style from those of the OECD countries. Yet other Asian counties are very much influenced by the
Chinese policy style, so government support for business is increasing and China's so-called “state
capitalism” is gaining wider influence elsewhere in the region. Of course, this isn't unique to China;
Japan, Korea and Singapore had similar policy styles in the past, even though they later adapted their
styles in line with their GDP growth. Now, however, they are once again espousing forms of state
capitalism and their earlier industrial policies are being restored. One reason is that China’s influence
is growing. Another is that the 2008 meltdown in Wall Street and elsewhere gave a new rationale for a
return to government intervention. In Japan, postal services that had been privatised are going to be
re-nationalised. The role of government finance is being strengthened once again. Japan Air Lines,
which was almost bankrupted, has been rescued by the government in a bail-out that seems to be
increasingly common. Many Asian countries already have Sovereign Wealth Funds, but now the
Korean government is establishing a new type of fund to support the export activities of the
construction sector. In short, closer business-government relationships are being re-established
throughout the Asia Pacific region. Asian countries are seeking to strengthen their infrastructure
exports by combining government and private sectors. And that means it will be necessary to create
international regulations which can limit a government’s intervention, or at least define the situations in
which it will be acceptable. But to achieve this, the U.S. and China will have to reconcile their very
different views on the market economy to as to reach a common agreement.

The Chinese presence in the forthcoming international discussion on global financial regulations will
not be as large, as its financial sector is not yet highly competitive. But the sharp rise in China's
industrial development makes it easy to forecast that conflict in this field between the U.S. and China
looks like to intensify. In which case, Europe's responsibility will be comparatively large. Right now,
there are several areas of conflict between Europe and the U.S. over the creation of new financial
regulations, that is likely to be overtaken by the wider tensions between the U.S. and China over trade
and industrial issues. When that happens, European countries' different systems and histories in terms
both of government and markets means that both Washington and Beijing will want to turn to the EU
for support and mediation.

As the world begins to grapple with the creation of a new economic order, the moderating role of a
third party in the direct conflict between the United States and China will be highly important. It is a
role that will fall to Japan for Asia Pacific issues, but to European countries on global issues. If Europe
can successfully manage this role, the tensions between the U.S. and China can be overcome,

offering a great opportunity for the whole world to harness and benefit from the strength of its two most
powerful countries.

EU proposals aim to increase security of CO2 trading

The European Commission has sent EU member states new proposals to increase the security of the
bloc's emissions trading system (ETS), after cyber-thieves ran off with an estimated three million
carbon permits earlier this year, valued at roughly €50 million. The theft forced national trading
registries, where pollution permits are bought and sold, to grind to a halt, with the commission now
hoping that measures announced on Thursday (5 May) will prevent future attacks.

The proposals include a 24-hour delay on permit transfer between registry accounts, making it easier
to identify fraudulent trades before it is too late. Other measures would see a harmonised alert
mechanism established, together with a new authorising system that required at least two people to
sign off before permits could be transferred. People convicted over the last five years of terrorist
financing, money laundering or tax fraud would be banned from having registry accounts.

The plans must now be approved by an EU climate committee, composed of member state experts, as
well as the European Parliament, with implementation expected before the end of this year. Europe's
ETS system is the largest of its kind in the world, designed to force European businesses towards
greener production methods by making them buy permits for the carbon emissions they produce.
Those that produce less carbon dioxide than their quota can sell surplus allowances.

But industry critics complain that businesses could do without the additional burden during the current
economic difficulties, while environmental groups say the emission cap has been set too low in
previous years to force a change in behaviour, with the free handout of permits resulting in large
windfall gains for certain companies. This year's cyber-attacks have also eroded confidence in the
system. On Wednesday the commission held a stakeholder workshop on carbon market oversight
and integrity, where wider issues about supervision and regulatory oversight were discussed. The
classification of all carbon permits as financial instruments was one of the themes discussed
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
